Soundbar.

- It is subject to electrical variation from obstructions caused by a wall, corner, or office partition.

- Itis exposed to electrical interference from same frequency-band devices including medical equipment,
microwave ovens, and wireless LANs.

e Pair the Soundbar with the Bluetooth device while they are close together.

e The further the distance between the Soundbar and Bluetooth device, the worse the quality is.

If the distance exceeds the Bluetooth operational range, the connection is lost.
